Flying to Galway (EICM)
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Galway airport is located just east of Galway City in the West of Ireland.  This guide will help you with local with local procedures for Galway when you are talking to EICM_TWR (122.500) when you are both arriving and also flying local to Galway.

Arrivals

Aircraft arriving to Galway will first be in contact with Shannon, about 10 (20DME from Galway) miles from the Galway CTR aircraft will be instructed to call Galway Tower on 122.500.  Once they have made contact, Galway ATS will clear the traffic to enter the zone and to report the boundary inbound.
Once aircraft have entered the CTR they will be instructed to join the pattern for the active runway and report on their assigned leg.

If there is "congestion" aircraft may be instructed to hold either over Claregalway or Oranmore. (These can be seen on the attached chart)
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Galway Visual Approach Chart (Showing Oranmore and Claregalway holds.)
Arrivals
Once aircraft have landed, they will be instructed to vacate via Alpha and are assigned and are to park.  All GA aircraft will taxi to the inner apron which is the apron beside the hanger. (Shown on the Chart).  This will be the last contact made with ATC and aircraft are not required to "call on stand".
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Local Flights
During your stay in Galway you may wish to fly in the local area, the following are local procedures for flying in Galway.

All flights to take place within the zone are not required to file a flight plan on the VTASIM network as the controller will do up a "local plan" and add it to the network through his controller client.

When the aircraft is ready to start he calls tower and states his SOB and endurance and requests start, the pilot will also give his intentions. Tower will then clear him for start up.

Once airborne the pilot will be assigned a left/right turnout and there is no need to make contact with ATC (unless requested to do so) until you are returning to the field. If you want to leave the zone just let the tower know your intentions, if you are not going far you will stay on Galway's frequency or if you are going out to the Arann Islands, you may be asked to switch to a frequency of 123.00 which is the Island Frequency.
Once you wish to return to the field it is the same as arrivals, you will be given instructions to join the pattern and to report on that leg.
